Libertarians are quite unlike extreme liberals and/or extreme conservatives

Some libertarian rhetoric may seem extreme and so one hypothesis would be that libertarians would resemble extreme liberals and extreme conservatives.  However, that hypothesis was not supported in our data as libertarians are quite unlike extreme liberals in terms of their moral and dispositional profile (e.g. extreme liberals score quite high in empathic concern and MFQ-Harm subscales.) and quite unlike extreme conservatives in relation to conservative values and dispositions like disgust sensitivity.  The below graphs illustrate these differences.

Libertarians differ from liberals on liberal values and feelings of empathy.
